Libby sits at the base of the Cabinet Mountains and along the Kootenai River. While many western towns boast of their
exceptional scenic beauty and recreational opportunities, Libby has the distinction of offering them right out our back
door. With a population of just over 10,000 people in the greater area and a county that consists of more than 85%
public lands, there are countless experiences ready for pursuit.

e Turner Mountain ski hill is just 22 miles outside town and offers challenging skiing at family-friendly prices. You
can even rent the whole mountain! Voted “friendliest locals” by Skiing Magazine.

e Cabinet View Golf Course is an 18-hole course with amazing views of the peaks of the Cabinet Mountain range
and reasonable rates. And you can always get a tee time!

e The Kootenai River has produced some of Montana’s record-setting trout and is great for an afternoon kayak or
canoe trip. The river is controlled by Libby Dam which holds the Koocanusa Reservoir —a 90-mile long stretch of
boating and fishing paradise. And if a reservoir is too big for you, Lincoln County is home to more than 200
lakes; from drive-up to walk-in access.

e MT Hwy 37 is the state’s only Scenic Byway; and the Libby area is home to several disc golf courses and
rifle/archery ranges.

You will find a good quality of life in Libby with many small town advantages such as no traffic, low cost of living and no
lines! Yet it is located on a major transportation corridor with US Highway 2 and commercial and passenger railroad
available; as well as a public airstrip. In addition:

e Flathead Valley Community College maintains a satellite campus in Libby which presents a great launching off

point for the community’s high school students as well as offering many continuing educational opportunities;
e (Cabinet Peaks Medical Center is a brand new state-of-the-art health care facility serving south Lincoln County;

e For family activities there are several parks, a skating rink and splash pad; and more than a dozen churches;
e Many small manufacturers call Libby home, including River Country Wood Products, Liv Golf Cars, Applied
Materials, SK Fingerjoint; and the Kootenai Business Park offers 400 acres of development opportunities; and

e Libby now boasts a local brewery with Cabinet Mountain Brewing Company in downtown; and is host to a
variety of annual festivals and events including Libby Logger Days, Kootenai River Rodeo, Riverfront Blues

Festival, NordicFest, Ignite the Nights, and a number of large cycling and athletic events.
